RAs assist in many tasks including preparing materials (e.g., measures, experimental tasks, computer programs), helping to recruit potential participants, conducting studies in the lab (e.g, explaining experimental tasks, administering questionnaires, supervising computer tasks, conducting debriefing interviews), entering data, coding videotapes, and assisting with library research.



Important skills/qualifications include:  Speaking clearly; feeling comfortable speaking with new people both on the telephone and in-person; being organized, reliable, and responsible; ability to work well with others and to work independently; strong interest in learning how to do experimental research in social psychology.  Department Eligibility Requirements: Students are eligible if they (a) have completed at least one semester in residence at the University; (b) have completed the required Introductory Psychology course, and Psychology 240 and 241, or their equivalents; and (c) have a minimum GPA of 3.00.
